A new COmmission REgistration System (CORES) is now available, with
enhanced security and functionality to make it easier to manage

applications. The updated version of CORES allows you to register with
a username (e-mail) and password to:

Create FCC Registration Numbers (FRNs)

Modify FRNs

Associate FRNs to different user accounts

View FRN financial data, and make payments

The FCC plans to retire the legacy CORES and encourages you to
transition to the updated CORES to take advantage of its enhanced
features.

EST and Joe, K3TYE, will be conducting a Technician to General class starting on
Thursday, January 6th, 2022. The evening classes will be held at Immanuel
Presbyterian Church, 9252 East 22nd Street, starting at 6:30 PM sharp and
lasting until 8:30 PM. The study guide we will be using is the "ARRL General
Class License Manual, 9th Edition". This is a college level course. You will be
assigned 2 or 3 chapters to read and understand each week and one or two
subject categories from the General question pool 2019.

This is not just a "question and answer" class where we go over the questions in
the FCC question pool. On Thursday evenings we will be covering the technical
portions of the General Class exam in the classroom with "hands-on" and other
tvpe demonstrations including the use of test equipment. On another evening
during the week we will be covering the administration and legal type questions
"over-the-air". We will use one of the local repeaters (or perhaps two-meter
simplex) to conduct an additional live, on-the-air class.

There is a prerequisite for attending this class. The participant must have a
Technician Class license, a 2-meter transceiver, and have the capability to access
local repeaters such as the 147.000 repeater located at 5151 East Broadway.

Even though Immanuel Presbyterian Church and Boy Scout Troop 157 are
furnishing the classroom space, there is a $30 charge to cover the church costs. 1
have the church reserved for Thursday nights from January 6th through February

This lasagna soup has allll the lasagna flavor packed into an easy-
to-make soup. Made in just one pot, your family will love this twist
on a comfort food-classic!

Ingredients:

2 teaspoons olive oil

1 Ib (453g) 93% lean ground turkey

Y4 teaspoon salt

s teaspoon pepper, plus more to taste
1 teaspoon [talian seasoning

2 cloves (6g) garlic (minced)

out of the soup and store them in a
separate airtight container. This will
keep them from soaking up the
remaining broth. Leftovers can be
stored for up to 5 days in the fridge.

Instructions:

Place a large soup pot over medium heat and add olive oil. Once the oil is hot, add the ground
turkey, salt, and pepper. Stir to break up the turkey and cook until browned, about 4 minutes.

Add the minced garlic and cook for another minute.
Add the chopped fresh basil, chicken broth, water, and marinara sauce to the pot and stir to
combine. Increase the heat to medium-high and bring to a boil. Once boiling, reduce heat to a

low simmer and cover. Simmer for 25 minutes.

Uncover and increase the heat to a low boil over medium-high heat. Break the lasagna noodles
into bite-sized pieces and add to the boiling water.

Boil for 14 minutes, or until the noodles are al dente. Add the baby spinach during the final two
minutes of cooking and stir. Taste and add salt, pepper, or additional basil to taste.

In a small mixing bowl, combine the mozzarella cheese, ‘t [ ! !
ricotta cheese, and parmesan. Divide the cheese mixture
on top of each bowl and add extra black pepper to taste.
