Youngsters On The Air First-Round Contest
Claimed Results Posted, Next Round is July 18

ARRL - 06/24 /2021

The Youngsters On The Air (YOTA) Contest’s first round
is complete and the claimed results have been posted on
the YOTA website, with final results coming soon. World-
wide participation was very good. In the YOTA-class cate-
gories, more than 100 were from contesters as young as
7 years old, and three entered as shortwave listeners (listen only). There
were more than 600 entries of participants above the age of 25, with the
oldest participant at age 87.

The next round will be on July 18, 1000 - 2159 UTC. The event includes a
6-hour category (this is a change in date from the previously announced
July 17).

“Everyone in the ham radio community can take part; it takes place three
times per year and only lasts 12 hours,” said IARU Region 1 Youth Working
Group Chair Philipp Springer, DK6SP. The event includes eight entry
categories. Operation is on 80, 40, 20, 15, and 10 meters, CW or SSB. The
contest exchange is the operator’s age, and different ages also serve as
multipliers during the contest. Also, the younger the operator, the more
points per contact.

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NOAA Weather Radios During Monsoon

As the Monsoons are starting to get under way, it's very important to be
notified of approaching severe weather conditions in your area. In this day
and age, there are many ways to receive weather warnings including
weather apps on your smart phone along with local television station apps
and TV /Radio. But my favorite is and will continue to be a NOAA Weather
Radio. No matter where you live, chances are you are within receiving
range of a VHF NOAA Weather transmitter. [ keep a NOAA Weather Radio
on my night stand which will alert me the moment the National Weather
Service releases a weather warning. Most of the time, the NOAA Weather
Radio will sound its alarm seconds prior to your smartphone apps or other
means of alerting. Sometimes, seconds count.

Many Ham Radios also include a Weather Alert function. These are also
worth programming up as many of us carry our HT's with us. And we all
know that cell coverage is not available everywhere and you could miss an
alert.

When shopping for a weather radio, look at one that decodes S.AM.E
signals. S.A.M.E. stands for “Specific Area Message Encoding”. These
messages will display on the radio, exactly what the warning is in addition
to voice transmissions. On mine, it also displays when the warning will
expire. The NOAA Weather Radio supporting the SAME feature, will
require you to program the SAME CODE for your area. These codes are
available at weather.gov/nwr/nwrsame. Also, a downloadable S. A M.E.
list for Arizona and New Mexico, can be found on the EAARS Facebook
page under the FILES section.

In my opinion, you can't have too many ways to alert you to severe
weather. When severe weather aproaches my home, between the radios,
smart apps, TV's and NOAA Weather Radio, | KNOW WHEN A STORM IS
COMING!!

NOAA Weather Radio transmits on 7 frequencies. They are... 162.400,
162.425, 162.450, 162.475, 162.500, 162.525 & 162.550.

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Salty Peanut Banana Pudding

This salty, sweet, dessert is a no bake
delight that will get people talking.

INGREDIENTS

1/3 c. all-purpose flour, spooned and leveled
1/4 tsp. fine salt

2/3 c. + 3 tbsp. sugar

1 3/4 c. whole milk

4 1g. egg yolks

1 3/4 c. heavy cream divided

1/3 c. Creamy Peanut Butter

3 tsp. pure vanilla extract, divided

50 vanilla wafers

4 med. ripe bananas, sliced

3/4 c. chopped roasted and salted peanuts, divided

DIRECTIONS

1. Whisk together flour, salt, and 2/3 cup sugar in medium saucepan. Whisk
in milk, egg yolks, and 1/2 cup cream. Cook over medium heat, whisking
constantly, until thickened and a pudding like consistency, 7 to 9 minutes.
Remove from heat and whisk in peanut butter and 2 teaspoons vanilla.

2. Arrange 25 wafers (slightly overlapping) in the bottom of an 8-by-8-inch
baking pan. Top with half of banana slices, 1/4 cup peanuts. Cover and chill 4

hours or up to overnight.

3. Whisk remaining 3 tablespoons sugar, 1 1/4 cups

cream, and 1 teaspoon vanilla on medium high #
with an electric mixer just until stiff peaks form, M
2 to 3 minutes. Spread over top. Sprinkle with
remaining 1 /4 cup peanuts. o o
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
